Purpose of Miss Deaf Virginia Pageant 

The Miss Deaf Virginia Pageant is not just a beauty contest. Rather, the Pageant is an 
event in which young deaf and hard of hearing ladies of Virginia can display their 
intelligence, talent, personality, poise, and self-confidence in their quest for the Miss 
Deaf Virginia title. Above all, the Pageant is a fine, dignified, and beautiful way to 
encourage young deaf women to become leaders of tomorrow! There is an opportunity to 
win cash prize. The Miss deaf Virginia Pageant is sponsored by the Virginia Association 
ofDeaf as a worthwhile program to promote success and self-esteems among young deaf 
ladies. 

The Miss Deaf Virginia Pageant traditionally is held during the biennial Virginia 
Association of the Deaf Conference. The Pageant is open to deaf and hard ofhearing 
women who are residents of Virginia. They must be between ages 17 and 27. The 
contestants will be judged in five areas, which are private interview, platform 
presentation, talent show, evening wear, and on -stage interview. 

The Pageant winner will represent the Virginia Association of the Deaf at public 
events, ceremonies, presentations, etc, for two years. She will be role model for young 
people in Virginia. She also will participate in the Miss Deaf American Pageant during 
49th biennial National Association of the Miss deaf American Pageant will represent the 
National Association of the Deaf for two years. 



THE MISS DEAF VIRGINIA PAGEANT ELIGIBITY RULES 

1.	 The contestant must be a female whose age shall not be less 
than seventeen nor more than twenty-seven years ofage by 
the tenth day of July 2009. She must supply a submit a 
copy ofher birth certification. 

2.	 The contestant may compete in the State Pageant before she 
graduates from high school. However she must be a highs 
school graduate by the first official day of the National 
Pageant in which she will if she winds the title. Miss Deaf 
America Pageant will be held in July 2011. 

3.	 The contestant must be single, never been married before 
nor had a marriage annulled, and must have never given 
birth to a child. 

4.	 The contestant must be a citizen of the United States on or 
before the deadline for submitting her application to enter 
the pageant and must be a resident of Virginia. 

5.	 The contestant must not been convicted of any crimes. 
6.	 The contestants must be deaf or hard ofhearing and uses 

sign language. 
7.	 The contestant shall possess talent, poise, charm, 

intelligence, inner beauty, social ability, and maturity. 
8.	 The contestant must bring her own wardrobe, which 

consists of an evening gown and a costume (if needed), for 
her talent perfonnance. 

9.	 The contestant must present her talent routine within four 
minutes. It must be presented only by her live and in 
person. The contestant must furnish her own props, her 
expensed, needed for her performance. 

10. The contestant must submit a color or black and white 5X7 
(waist up) photograph of herself to the State Pageant 
Director for printing in the program book. 

11. If the contestant becomes the winner of the Miss Deaf 
Virginia Pageant title and wishes to marry during reign, she 
must relinquish the crown to the first runner-up. She must 
also maintain a permanent residence in Virginia. 

12. The contestant must submit an official application, a copy 
of her birth certificate, a Color or Black and White 5X7 
photograph and an entry fee of $400.00 paid by her 
Sponsor no later than May 31,2009. 

13. The State Pageant Director must receive all applications 
before the deadline for submitting application. Address to 
mail the application is on the Official Entry form.

Rule and Regulations 

We are very happy that you are part of the Pageant. In order to make events run 
Smoothly 

We ask all contestants to observe a couple of simple Rules because hundreds of 
People will be seeing you. Contestants are expected demonstrate high moral 
Standing and display appropriate judgment. 

1.	 There will no Consumption of Alcoholic Beverage regardless of age during the 
Pageant 

2. There will be no smoking in Public 

3. There will be no illegal drug in public or in private. 

4. No Friends, No Boyfriends, No Visitors in sleeping rooms, dressing rooms, 
Practice rooms. Contestants, however you may visit each other on the same floor. 
You can have an occasional visit by your mother only in your room. 

5. No dating is allowed during the Pageant. Phone calls must be short only for 
Emergency and you need to ask State pageant Director first. You can meet with 
Friends and family in Hotel Lobby when time permits. No wireless pagers allowed 
Rehearsal and meetings. 

6. The Pageant schedule is very Busy All Contestants are required to 
be 
On time. 

7. Contestants must participate in all Pageant Activities. No exceptions. 

8. Sashes must be worn at all times. 

9. No interviews to Radio, Television or Newspaper are to be granted without 
Prior consent of Pageant Officials. 

10. Complete and Final authority of Pageant rest with the Director. 

11. The contract, which each contestant will sign upon arrival, will be in effect 
Immediately. The contract consists ofan agreement of rules to abide by during 
Pageant weekend. 

12. All Contestants must inform the Director about you whereabouts at all times. 

13. Everyone needs to respect any try to get along with all contestants, cussing is 
Prohibited. Any problem, points will be reduced from the final score. 



14. All contestants are required to stay Stonewall Jackson Hotel from July 22, 2009 thru 
Sunday July 26 2009 after Breakfast Buffet.
